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Wallan Primary School has a canteen that is open every
day. Students have the option of purchasing recess
snacks or lunch snacks over the counter or they can place
an order. To place an order you can do this via the app or
you can go old school and place money in a brown paper
bag with your child's name classroom and order written
on the front of the bag. There are a variety of options
available at the canteen including Halal. All families will

be given a canteen menu when they enrol at the school.
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Families can purchase uniforms from PSW in Craigieburn.
Families have the option of visiting the store, ordering online,
Click and Collect or have the uniform delivered to their door.
There are a variety of uniform options at PSW. The colour of
our school uniform is bottle green and gold. When students
are in year six they have the option of wearing black tracksuit
pants or shorts instead of bottle green as they are leaders of
the school. All students must have a hat. We recommend this
is purchased from PSW with the school logo. If a child does
not have a hat they will be directed to a shaded area during
breaks. Families need to label all their uniform items with their
child's name.
